If you have access to them, the typical tools 
needed are a small hand saw/bow saw, rakes 
and spades along with the obvious: warm 
clothing, suitable footwear and a pair of 
gardening gloves. If you have a high visibility 
vest, then bring it along, otherwise we will 
provide one. 
 
Our purpose is to own, safeguard and 
improve the areas of Holly Hayes Wood, 
Coalville Meadows and Forest Rock Wood 
by demonstrating the value of woodland to 
the local community and proving the 
concept of a community owned woodland.

The group acquired the 
Holly Hayes Wood and Coalville meadows sites 
back in 2008 and intend to acquire the Forest 
Rock Wood site in the near future. The group 
want the local community to enjoy the 
meadowland & woodlands, be able to show 
their children the bluebells in the spring and 
walk their dogs safely in the woods for many 
years to come. The Committee are all local 
residents living in close proximity to the 
woodlands. Any member of the committee will 
happily discuss the project with you in more 
detail. 
 
Over time, it is proposed that the wood will 
become a forest school and a traditional 
woodland both intertwining, with the forest 
school aiming to teach young and old about 
woodlands and, in the longer-term, provide jobs 
in the local area which support the objectives of 
a social enterprise business. 
It may sound a tall order, but it has been done 
before and we believe if we all work together 
we can do it here in Whitwick as well.
